The Year Designations in this Timeline Joseph -Mary of Agreda (mystic) reports from her visions:
-Joseph is age 33 when he marries Mary
Calendar years are based on the universal astronomical-based dates used by historians. This follows the proleptic Gregorian dating of -Joseph dies at age 60
historical events (proleptic Gregorian is the use of the Gregorian dating system for all dates prior to the introduction of the Gregorian -Feast Day of Mar 19 — the timeline uses this as his birth reference-date

Calendar in the late 1500’s and prior to its common adoption by countries and societies over the next 450 years).

Corresponding dates of Jewish calendar months are taken from current tables and calculations for ancient Jewish calendar dates. - immediately following the Shemitah of the 60" Sabbatical Cycle, 7 x 60 = 420" Year

Dates for historical events and persons are taken from internet searches using primary sources, as available; in each case either a - Joseph turns 33 on Mar 19, 3 BC
consensus of academic position or a reasonable academic position is used. - Joseph is 33 when Mary turns 14, Aug 5, 3 BC
-e.g. issuing of the Edict in 457 BC is from the current consensus of academic position. - Joseph is 33 at the Incarnation. Sept 12, 3 BC
-e.g. Herod’s death in 1 BC is from reasonable (and growing) academic position, though not the only position. - Joseph: -age 33: betrothed to Mary (on or shortly after Aug 5, 3 BC)
-he celebrates the formal marriage with Mary:
Tishri 1 is used as the start date of the Jewish Sabbatical Cycle years. This is each year’s start date in this timeline; this keeps it in (this is when he takes her into his home as his wife)
proper coordination with the timeline of Daniel’s prophecy. -after Dec 17, 3 BC (after the three months Mary spends with Elizabeth)

Daniel’s Prophecy — Daniel 9

Calculation of the 70 Weeks — the angel Gabriel appears to Daniel and gives him the prophecy
Artaxerxes I -becomes King in late 458 BC
-his first Regnal Year is 457 BC -he makes the decree in this year

-start of the 70 Weeks

-the Jews recognised the prophecy began on Tishri 1 of 457 BC

Gabriel -70 weeks are decreed (70 x 7 = 490 years)
-then guilt will be expiated/atonement for iniquity; everlasting justice/righteousness introduced; vision and
prophecy ratified/sealed; and a holy of holies will be anointed
- in prophetic context, this points to ‘in the 490" Year’ and ‘by the 490" year’(this is the context
used in this timeline)
-time until a leader/prince: 7 weeks (7 x 7 = 49 years)
- this is not specified as immediately or as at a later time; it is a period of 49 years followed by a “leader”
-in prophetic context, it could be both ‘immediately’ and ‘at a later time’ in the prophecy
-62 weeks, then Jerusalem will be rebuilt (62 x 7 =434) (49 + 434 = 483) (7 x 69 = 483)
The Anointed -after 7 weeks + 62 weeks (in the week after 7 + 62 weeks = 69 weeks)

- an Anointed One will be cut down (at some ‘within’ in the 7 years after 483 years)

Sabbatical Cycles

Sabbatical Cycle = 7 years: the 7" year is the Sabbatical Year / Sh’mita / Schmittah / Shemitah (Year of Rest/Release)
7 x 7 Sabbatical Cycles end with the Jubilee Year / Yovel / Jobel (Year of Release and Restoration)
Jubilee -practised as the ‘49" year’ for calculation of Sabbatical Cycles
